Annual calibration of hearing screening equipment is recommended by the U.S. Occupational Health and Safety Administration (OSHA) and the National Institutes of Health (NIH). Different factors such as age of the machine, frequency of use, exposure to extreme temperatures, and handling and storage of the machine can cause the instruments to become non-compliant to specifications set forth by the American National Standard Specification for Audiometers (ANSI). Annual calibration ensures the accuracy of the machine's readings. Under section §6-18-701 one of the required physical examinations of students is to detect a defect of hearing that may prevent a pupil from receiving full benefit of work. I have been unable to find where it specifically says Arkansas schools have to have machines calibrated yearly but this is best practice and as nurses we do best practice/evidence based when providing an assessment on our students.
